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1.  Description

Profiler is a Win32 application that reports the presence of Modbus parameters for a particular UPS.  It reads the available parameters in a UPS and compares them with a list of universally supported Modbus parameters.  If the parameter in the UPS and parameter in the master list both exist, then the Profiler program reports the supported parameter.

2.  Usage

1. Copy the components listed into a directory.

2. Start profiling the Modbus card by double-clicking on the icon “profiler.exe” icon.  The parameters in the profiler.ini file will be used.

3.  Components

Profiler.exe

This is the Win32 application that fetches information from the UPS and report the presence of parameters belonging to a master list.  Once the program has completed interrogating the UPS, it gives the user the option of opening the created report (profile.csv) with a text viewer.  The default options are shown in Figure 1.0.  By double clicking on the icon, all the parameters shown will take into effect.  The user may be able to override only the communication by running the program from a command line.  The user may change all the other options through the use of a Profile.ini file (see below).

InputStatus.txt and InputRegisters.txt
InputStatus.txt is a master list of all Modbus parameters for the Input Status (code 02).  InputRegisters.txt is a master list of all Modbus parameters for the Input Register (code 04).  The contents are meant only for the Profiler program to read.  They contain XCP mappings to the Modbus parameters.

Profiler.ini

This configuration file can be used to override the default settings used by Profiler program.  Each bracketed entries and the parameters beneath can be omitted, thereby accepting the default parameters in the Profiler program.

This file is the report given by the Profiler program.  It contains the Modbus parameters that are present in the UPS.  The data are coma delimited so that opening up  with Excel and other text viewer is possible.  It will have the information as shown in Figure 2.0
